
 By the time you receive this bulletin, I will have trav-
eled to and hopefully returned from the "Monument Cri-
sis" in New Orleans, Louisiana. Receiving reports of as-
saults, macings, shots, and intimidation against Pro-
Confederate protesters, while New Orleans police stand 
idly by, I will spend 3 days in New Orleans among our 
brothers and sisters on the ground investigating reports of 
these unprovoked attacks against peaceful, non-violent 
protesters. 

 There are reports that these attacks are being orches-
trated by "Antifa" the so-called "anti-fascist" action group 
responsible for violent attacks on peaceful conservative 
protesters during the recent presidential election cam-
paign. 

 SLRC will be collecting photographs and identifica-
tion of these people, arrest records, contacts on social me-
dia, and ties to other people and groups (including Mayor 
Landrieu), wherever the evidence trail leads. 

GTNO! Gone to New Orleans!  
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 The end game for our community should be a concert-
ed effort to expose this criminal conspiracy against the 
rights of peaceful protesters and end it by criminal or civil 
prosecution as the law allows. We also need to discover 
where this conspiracy started and who is paying for it. 
The Assange Wiki leak emails suggest George Soros 
funded the election cycle violence (which we also want to 
research) - is the Soros bank still open to Antifa and other 
thugs for hire? 

 Sadly there is no explicit federal or state protection 
available for the Confederate community, so we will have 
to research other allowable remedies for groups that can 
be protected under federal law.  

 But first, we must have the facts and then share those 
facts with the Department of Justice, federal & state legis-
lators, and the American public at large. We must create a 
public climate hostile to the criminal acts of these rent-a-
thugs intimidating our community. We need to expose 
and shine the light on these creatures and hold them to 
account. 

 No one in government is going to help us in this unless 
we force them to by our voice and numbers. But first we 
must be armed with knowledge; armed with all the facts 
that we can discover.

Successful Rally in York County

 Working with the York County Attorney's office and on 
behalf of Pvt Thomas Caldwell Camp #31 Sons of Confeder-
ate Veterans, the SLRC cleared legal hurdles that threatened 
to block a 22nd April rally on the steps of the York County 
courthouse, where the County Clerk has illegally refused to 
return the Confederate flag and portraits of Lee & Jackson to 
the renovated historic court room. 

 The County was insisting that the SCV Camp sign a con-
tract with the County regarding police protection, clean up, 
and insurance; acts that the Supreme Court has consistently 
said chills free speech and thus are not allowed. Plus no one 
in the County was returning the Camp Commander's calls. 

 SLRC calls to the County Attorney's office was able to 
clear away the County's illegal obstacles and included work-

ing with the City legal department, a successful rally was 
held with more than 100 in attendance. The Camp has asked 
the SLRC to research filing a mandamus to force the County 
to follow South Carolina's Monument Protection Bill and 
return the Confederate items to the court room. 

 This is the type of case (usually not requiring a lawsuit) 
that we handle for SCV Camps and other heritage groups on 
a routine basis. We do not charge for this service, but do en-
courage the Camp or group members to support SLRC as 
they can, so we can continue to be able to help when request-
ed!

 Chief trial counsel Lyons assisted the Virginia Flaggers in organizing a flyover of the South Carolina Statehouse for confed-
erate Memorial Day, including shipping his 25X35 Confederate flag plane banner to the pilot in Florida 

 

 UT Statues 
 As of this writing, the Supreme Court of Texas has the Texas Division lawsuit against the President of the University of Tex-
as under consideration. All briefs & arguments have been filed including a friend of the Court brief filed by former Texas Land 
Commissioner Jerry Patterson and the Descendants of Mexican War Veterans. 

 Meanwhile, the Texas Heroes Monument Protection bill, favorably argued in 2 days of hearings, is still locked up in commit-
tee. The legislative session ends in late May. 

 Campus sources have told the SLRC staff that the recent, May 1st, UT stabbing rampage is at least partially attributable to the 
climate of fear and intolerance engendered by campus radicals and President Fenves in removing the Davis/Wilson statues. 

 

Heritage Day in NC 
 SLRC staff and family will again support the NC Heritage PAC by attending Heritage Day at the State Capitol in Raleigh on 
May 10th. 

 

Sylvia Cotriss v Roswell 
 The City of Roswell has responded to Sgt Cotriss' lawsuit by filing a  Motion to Dismiss her lawsuit with a lengthy memoran-
dum of law. Cotriss was fired for the crime of having a Confederate flag in her own front yard. 

 Working with Cotriss' attorney, the SLRC provided the draft of a response authored by a 25 year senior legal researcher for 
the issues of individual liability of the defendants, defeating their qualified immunity and other issues. Suing cities & police de-
partments is not easy and Sgt Cotriss needed the best legal research available. She got it! Support this case by buying a Blue-
Lives-Matter Confederate flag. 
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
